This year’s School Day program is on Friday, October 21, 2010 from 10:00 AM - 2:00
PM. The program will feature a Meherrin Village where many cultural activities will
take place. Last year the Meherrin Village featured demonstrations of weaponry,
weaving, wampum jewelry making, fishing and a traditional Meherrin longhouse.
Students will also have the opportunity to view and participate in various Native dances.
These demonstrations and performances will reinforce the school curriculum objectives
in Social Studies programs including Geography & History, North Carolina History,
United States History and American Indian studies.

Food vendors are available during the School Day Program where attendees may
purchase their lunch at reasonable prices. Menu items include hamburgers, hot dogs,
french fries as well as other kid friendly treats. Traditional Native foods will also be
available for purchase. Art and craft vendors will also be open to allow students to
purchase some traditional Native crafts.
